Fish should be measured from nose to fork of tail.

3. A record of any days that you did fish is required. If no
fish were caught, complete the first three columns and then
show “nil” in the fourth column.

4. Ensure that you include your name on this return.

Indicate the stretch of river on which each trout
is caught by using the code letters that follow.
